At a recent meeting of the Remuera 
Primary Principals, much discussion 
took place about the changes that 
National Standards will have on how 
schools report to parents. All schools 
are currently working on new report 
formats to bring them in line with the        
standards and this is certainly a 
work in progress. Here at Orakei we 
are investigating different formats 
and stepping through the logistics of 
matching our assessment data with 
our student management system.  
We will share more information 
about our reports as the year       
progresses. 
 
 

National Standards 
Accompanying our newsletter this 
week is a pamphlet from the Ministry 
of Education providing a basic     
outline of what National Standards 
will mean for our students.  For the 
majority of schools, and this includes 
Orakei, who have historically       
assessed their students against 
standardised tests, the changes may 
not appear significant. These 
changes will first be noticed in the 
reporting to parents, as reports will 
now have indicators which will   
identify where their child is at in   
relation to National Standards and 
identify what the next learning steps 
are. Teachers and parents will also 
develop a shared understanding of 
how parents could best help their 
child achieve these standards. Our 
Senior Leadership Team is currently 
developing a new report for the end 
of the year and also a new mid-year 
report.

Planting Day 
On Tuesday 10

th
 of August, 42 

students, aged 9-13 and 10 adults 
travelled by bus to Redoubt Road 
Manukau to plant native trees and 
flax. The bus was sponsored by 
East Rotary Club and our students 
have grown and nurtured the 
plants in our native nursery unit at 
school over the past 12 months. 
The plants are supplied by Trees 
for Survival which work with the 
Auckland Regional Council to re-
establish native bush and to help 
prevent erosion on sites in the 
areas surrounding Auckland City. 
 
The fine weather allowed the   
students to work effectively and 
after three hours of digging,   
planting and mulching, 760 native 
trees and flax plants were in the 
ground. The planting took place 
on a steep sloping bank with the 
aim of creating a new native 
bush area which will prevent     
erosion of this site and encourage 
native bird life in the city. 
The students were most           
enthusiastic about their day and it 
proved to be a most invigorating 
and enriching experience.  As our 
students left the area and looked 
at the mature bush that other   
students had planted in previous 
years, their thoughts were on next 
year and how their piece of bush 
might look when they return. The 
Trees for Survival programme  
provides our students with the  
opportunity to be environmentally 
pro active and make a difference 
in our city.
